


John’s tenancy was coming to an end when he was invited 
to take part in an In Control pilot. He chose a circle of support 
who supported him to plan a move into his new home, a 
sheltered accommodation property, with support from his 
current support team. John’s plan contained a breakdown 
of how he would use his budget to meet his needs and 
aspirations, and he chose Dimensions to manage his budget 
on his behalf. He is happy and confident in his new flat –  
so much so that he chose to stop his sleep-over staff almost 
immediately. He is now looking forward to reducing his 
support further and he has made friends in his 
neighbouring flats.

For a journey to be 
successful, we think you 
always need to consider 
the following elements…

Ruth needed waking night support, as she 
often got out of bed during the night and, 
if she came out of her bedroom, there was 
a risk that she could fall on the stairs. We 
successfully fitted an alarm to her bedroom 
door, which would ring through to a 
sleeping member of staff if Ruth opened 
the door during the night. Ruth now has 
more privacy, as she can move around 
her bedroom at night without a support 
worker checking in on her, and the cost of 
changing the waking night post to a sleep 
in post has saved £25,000. 

Sally experiences high levels of anxiety. Her local 
authority wanted to end her tenancy and gave 
her a reduced individual budget. Sally wished 
to continue being supported by the same staff, 
(who have been prepared to change employer to 
continue supporting her) so, when she found a 
private rented property, she moved with her current 
support package, meaning she did not worry about 
spending time on her own in a new house and 
unfamiliar area. Sally and her circle of support are 
now reviewing her support plan to enable her to  
be more independent - at her own pace.  We also accept that a destination may 

change as people’s lives change, and 
really, most of us never reach our intended 
destination – or if we do, by then, we have 
another destination in mind. This is what 
personalisation, to us, is all about. Living a 
real, full and varied life, with its associated 
adventures on the way. 

Knowledge 
Local  
When you’re on a journey, often people say ‘ask a 
local’, or ‘do as the locals do’. Sometimes a bit of local 
knowledge can help a journey along. We use the same 
approach in how we support people. Dimensions and 
Adepta have services in most of England and Wales, but 
we pride ourselves on working locally. By understanding 
what is happening locally, we are able to respond to 
local needs and support local people in their community.

One of the key benefits that will come from Dimensions and Adepta 
working together is the development of a Council, made up of the people 
we support, who will advise our Board on key issues in their lives and 
on learning disability in general. To train people to sit on the Council, 
we are running a leadership programme called ‘Speak Up and Make a 
Difference’. This course is a flexible development programme that covers 
the key skills needed to sit on the Council, to speak up and participate in 
meetings. Each student has had to successfully apply for the course,  
and is assigned a mentor within the organisation. 

Philip used to exhibit behaviours that were deemed  
to be challenging and he was often physically 
aggressive towards staff. We reviewed how we 
supported him and changed our strategies, becoming 
a lot more open in our communication with him. 
Philip responded very positively to this approach 
and after a few months the challenging incidents of 
behaviour were reduced dramatically. We now very 
rarely see Philip become physically aggressive. We do 
our best to support him to live the lifestyle he wants 
and that makes him happy.

Our recent parents’ transitions seminars, held locally, have been an 
outstanding success. We invited parents to meet local young people and 
transitions professionals, including our local transitions leads, to learn 
more about what is and isn’t working locally in transition, and to share 
our good practice and the tools we use to make this happen – such 
as person centred approaches and self directed support. One parent 
remarked: “Meeting your team gave me light at the end of the tunnel.”

Mark, who has autism and can present behaviours that can challenge, 
has lived for the past 13 years in a residential nursing home which has 
been a frustrating environment for him to be in. His fellow tenants also 
had very complex needs and would often physically assault Mark, who 
used to self isolate. We recently supported Mark to buy his own home 
and put together a support package for him that started with 2 to 1 
support, but which is now 1 to 1. This hasn’t been an easy process for 
Mark or his support team, but Mark is now happier and calmer in his 
new home and is building a good relationship with his team.

Jenny and Laura are 23 year old twin sisters who wanted  
some independence from mum and dad. We supported them 
to move out of the family home and to rent a house, which they 
chose to share with Lee, a young man with a learning difficulty 
who is a long-time friend. They still have a great relationship 
with mum and dad, and have chosen a fantastic support team 
who are busy planning for the future, giving the twins a varied 
life experience and supporting them to do as many things  
as possible.
